tormadoes. It was designed by aircraft enginesrs in consaltation
with tsunami experts.

There are currently five versions of the capsule. They
range in size from a basic two-person model
with a diameter of 1.4m to one capable
of halding ten adults. The capsules hawve
been built for use in homes, businesses,
schools and airports. The brightly-
painted spherical capsule is built to
survive :'mpm::s ard the shape allows
it to rodl out from beneath the debris of
collapsed buildings. The capsules can also be
rnade with one or two windows.

After Incking at Cent’s reconds they found that he had come
from a Polish family and could only understand Polish. If they
fhad knowm this from the stor, they would have spoken to him
in his own lamguage. When they reatised, they looked up basic
pommeands in Polish on the Internet, although they weren't very
sume about their promneition.

The RSPCA spent four months training Cent, whi s now

able to respond to many commands in English, However, his
language skills won't be wasted in his new home, where his

e ovneers speak both English and Polish, Jolanta said: *He
understands Polish really well and he'll immedsately react ta a lot
af commands. He's 50 elever though and he undesstands English
a5 well now. so we speak to him in both languages.
