Find a tip for improving your speaking. Choose one you
like and practise again, on your own.

Practise the tips whenever and wherever possible. For
example, make a habit of listening to the radio in English,
or find a TV programme in English to watch regularly. Try to
practise a different tip each time.

Use any additional help. For example, turn on the subtitle
feature if available when watching a TV programme in
English. Some radio stations have audioscripts of their
programmes on the Intemet. When you listen to songs in
English, read the lyrics. If you watch a movie in English on
DVD, use the subtitle feature to help you understand.

Take as many opportunities as you can to practise listening
and speaking English and you will continue to improve.

Remember to smile, and keep good eye contact when
you are speaking to someone. This shows you are
mterested.

Before you listen, always read the questions and
make sure you know what information you are
listening for (e.g. a date, a name, a price, etc.).

If possible, prepare yourself before you listen or speak
in English. Think of the language that you might hear,
and what you might need to say.

In a fast food restaurant, look at the pictures around

you and the words on the menu board like large,
regular and small.

Learning tip

In English, people say please and thank you a lot.
Always say please when you ask for permission, and
remember to say thank you.

Listen for key words to help you identify each plage.
For example, if you hear stamps, then it must be a
post officel

Learning tip

Focus your hstemng Listen only for the information you
need. For example, listen for days, times, and names.

Learning tip

It is sometimes possible to guess what someone

is going to say before they say it — especially in
situations where people use the same language every
time (e.q. checking in af an airport or hotel).
